	Moodle Icons.
	Editing icons. (What they mean and what you can do with them)

	Testing Moodle.
	When you start out and you are unsure of results. Create a course called 'Testing'

Try out options in here. Remember no one can see your course only you and an Administrator.

	Presenting Moodle.
	Docking and undocking editing blocks for full screen option.

Hiding topics from students.

Switching roles. (See what the student sees)

	Users.
	Enrolling users. As a course creator you can only enrol one user at a time.

Cohorts. An administrator can create and enrol a class group. This is called a 'cohort'

	Using Moodle.
	Suspended accounts for misuse of Moodle. An administrator would have to do this.

	Inserting Text.
	Typing, editing. Inserting text into Moodle.
Using Internet Explorer you can highlight, right click and then copy and paste.
However, this will not work in Google chrome you have to use keyboard shortcuts.
· CTRL+C: Copy

· CTRL+X: Cut

· CTRL+V: Paste

· CTRL+Z: Undo

· CTRL+B: Bold

· CTRL+U: Underline

	Inserting Images.
	Single image. Using 'Insert/Edit Image' Sizing the image (Make first size 300 to 400).  Aligning the image etc. (Mistake and you need to re-edit)

Multiple images. Using a table. Make image first dimension 100. Adding text to each image.

Using 'Lightbox Gallery' Editing the images, resizing, adding text etc. Note: Images must be in the order you want them to appear.

	Inserting Animated Images (GIF files)
	Finding and inserting animated images. These will automatically play in Moodle. What to do with flash animations.

	Inserting Video.
	Use the 'Label' option from resources.

Using 'Moodle Media' (Search for YouTube video and copy address firstly)

Using html and embedding (Recommended size 480x360)

	YouTube Video.
	Use YTD Software (Free from YouTube to download videos from YouTube) They will download as flv files. These can be inserted directly into Moodle and will play in school.

	Adding a url.
	Creating a link to a website.

	Inserting Podcast.
	Best format is mp3.

Create your own and upload to Moodle.

Downloading from a website. Saving and inserting into Moodle.

	Using 'NanoGong'
	A NanoGong activity allows the student to record themselves. For language teachers, students can use audio to record their homework and submit for correction.

	Glossaries.
	Using for dictionary or data base option.

Using for games, Crossword, Sudoku, Snakes and Ladder, Millionaire etc.

Using for 'Hidden Picture' In this case two separate glossaries are needed.
How to add a 'Random Glossary' block.

	Linking.
	Hyperlinking.

Autolinking. (Happens when using Glossaries in a course).

	Quiz Option.

	Questions and answers.
True or False.

Multiple choices.

	Using HotPot.

	Creating activities in 'Hot Potatoes' and then inserting them into Moodle using the activity 'HotPot' (File names should have no spaces)

	

	26
	Using Scorm.
	Creating exercises in 'Hot Potatoes' and then inserting into a Scorm package. Keep image first dimension between 100 to 200. 

	

	27
	Games.
	Crossword. This game takes words from either a Glossary or quiz short questions/ answers. You link the questions to the crossword game.

Hidden Picture. Create a glossary of questions and answers. Create an image glossary. The image must be saved as a file.

Sudoku. This game shows a Sudoku puzzle to the students with not enough numbers to allow it to be solved. For each question the student correctly answers an additional number is slotted into the puzzle to make it easier to solve. You link the questions to the Sudoku game.
Snakes and Ladders. Create a glossary of questions and answers. Link to the snakes and ladders game.
Millionaire. This game takes words from multiple choice quiz questions and creates a “Who wants to be a Millionaire” style game complete with the three lifelines. You link it to the Millionaire game.
Book with Questions. Create a glossary of questions and answers. When the student answers a question correctly  they can go to the next chapter.

	Using the webpage resource in Moodle to create a webpage.

	Using Flashcards.
	Creating Flashcard's in Quizlet. Inserting and using Flashcards in Moodle.

Using ‘Flash Card Set’ activity in Moodle.

	Creating in the ‘Mindmaps’ activity in Moodle.

	Using 'Avatars'
	Creating an 'Avatar' in Voki.  Inserting into a Moodle course. Copy html and embed. (An 'Avatar' is a computer representation of yourself)

	Banners.


	Creating a banner in PowerPoint for a Moodle course (Suitable size 24cm x 7.5cm) Inserting the banner.

	Forums.


	Creating a forum for students to post questions and help each other.

	Blogs.
	Creating a blog to discuss a topic for a set period of time.

	Using, 'Realtime Quiz'
	Important to name the session. Questions should be single option multi-choice. Quiz happens 'live' in class with a set time limit for each response.

	Using.

'GeoGebra'
	Allows embedding GeoGebra activities in some Moodle course. Students can save the state of the activities to continue them later.

	Using Applets.
	Embedding free educational applets.

Log on to www.wolframalpha.com and create a free account. 

The site has a selection of free widgets.

	Adding a Google map.
	Log on to Google maps and locate the map you want. Using 'Screenhunter', copy the map. Then insert into a page with added text.

	Using 'Padlet'
	Log on to padlet.com and you can create a free account. You can create a wall which is like a notice board for students to add reviews, opinions, information etc.
